A Meeting of Burnham Without Parish Council was held in Watchfield Village Hall, Watchfield on Monday, 21st January 2019 at 7.00 p.m.

50. Disclosures of Interests

Mr Johnson left the Meeting during consideration of planning application 00015, being the applicant.

51. Minutes 

The Minutes of the Meeting held on 26th November 2018 were confirmed and signed by the Chairman as a correct record.

52. Planning Matters

The following planning applications were considered:-

12/18/00015 – Formation of 10 hardstanding pitches for touring caravans to be used all year round, Green Acre Caravan Park, Bristol Road, Edithmead – M. Johnson – recommend permission.

11/19/00003 – Outline application for residential development for up to 248 houses, community uses/local shop, public open space and green infrastructure, new vehicle point onto Isleport Lane – access to be determined and all other matters reserved – east of Isleport Lane – Bickenhall Consulting Ltd – recommend refusal.

It was noted the District Council had made the following decisions since the last Meeting

12/18/00013 – Change of use of an agricultural building to B2/B8 use for business storage and distribution, Elm Tree Farm, Bristol Road, Edithmead – E. Withers – permission refused.

12/18/00014 – Change of use of land to allow the erection of three holiday chalets, Rose Cottage Farm Nursery, Burnham Moor Lane, Edithmead – Mrs. J. Vowles – permission granted

53. Financial Matters 

There were no new payments to authorise

It was AGREED to approve a Risk Management Report and a Statement of Internal Control for 2018/19.


54. Watchfield Village Hall

Mrs Phillips reported that the Village Hall Committee were currently investigating sources of possible grant aid for the redevelopment project. 

55. Highway Issues

Mrs Phillips reported that there were obstructions to footpaths in the vicinity of Worston House and Northgate Farm. She was seeking advice from the Footpath Liaison Officer at County Hall on these issues and would walk further paths when weather conditions allowed.


It was understood that the County Council had included modifications to the split barriers at the end of Edithmead Lane in their list of small improvement schemes. 

The Chairman reported that the shared Speed Indicator Device would be deployed in Watchfield again in February. He would analyse and summarise data downloaded from the device before sharing with Members of the three Parish Councils, County Highways and the Police to help promote evidence of local speeding amongst all concerned.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Mr Johnson reported that a defective inspection cover along the A38 had been replaced. It was AGREED to request County Highways to clean the clean the reflective bollards along the A38 to ensure that they were visible in the dark. 

A local resident had secured donations totalling £1,095 from local businesses and residents towards the cost of refurbishing the historic fingerpost signs at Watchfield and Walrow, to add to the £200 contained in the 2019/20 budget. It was understood that work would commence in the near future.

It was also AGREED to seek an assurance from County Highways that remedial work would be carried out to a damaged bank at Poples Bow in the near future to enable temporary signs and barriers to be removed in the interest of highway safety.

56. Bus Service 67

It was AGREED to suggest an amendment to the route locally following the opening of the Aldi Store at Isleport.

57. Meetings

Members had not attended any other Meetings since 27th November 2018.

58. Date of Next Meeting

It was AGREED that the next scheduled Council meeting be held on Monday, 4th March 2019.
